Nick has made t wo videos wit h BAVC so f ar and is 
current ly working on a project  about  his neighborhood as part  of  an int ernat ional media 
exchange wit h t he Reut ers Digit al V ision Fellowship Program at  St anf ord Universit y. He 
believes t hat  media has an immense power t o educat e and inspire people t o t ake 
act ion. Through t he art  of  f ilm, he would like t o increase knowledge and underst anding 
while promot ing awareness and act ivism.
